Messenger Plus – Translator

Ok. This is the Plus! Menu in a conversation (Figure 1). I’ve added two Menu Items to it. They are “Translate This Conversation” and “Translate…” Both of these are discussed later on in this document, but first I’m going to show you the Preferences Panel.

Incoming and Outgoing Language

Incoming Language – The Language you want to receive messages in.

Outgoing Language – The Language you want to send messages in.

NOTE: These are the defaults. They are used only if the user when asked for it had not given a language.

Transparency Effect – Transparency for the “Translate Window.” (Figure 4)

So this window allows you to select groups or individual contacts to set settings for Translation. When you select a group or contact you must also select the incoming and outgoing languages. Just right of the “Groups and Contacts” window is options for what you wish to translate.

Incoming Messages – Any Messages you receive are translated even your own.

Outgoing Messages – All messages will be translated to the selected language then sent, this means that your own messages will appear translated too.

Both Incoming and Outgoing – Translates both Incoming and outgoing Messages. This means when you send a message it will translate it but you will still see it in the “Incoming Language” because the translator will translate it back when you receive your own message.

Remember the Transparency effect in the preferences window (Figure 2)? The transparency bar is applied to this window. This is also the window that opens when you click “Translator…” in the Plus Menu (In a conversation) (Figure 1.)

Ok here you select the “Starting Language” then the “Translate To.” After that you fill the white box with the text you wish to translate. Click the Translate button and the translated text will appear in the Grey window. If you wish you may Copy the text or Insert it into the Conversation by clicking “Insert.”

Note: If not Language is selected the translator will rely on the default Incoming and Outgoing Languages, specified in the preferences window (Figure 2). The “Starting Language” box will use the default Incoming Language, and the “Translate To:” box will go to the default “Outgoing Language.”

Translate Current Conversation

Translate This Conversation (Figure 5) is popped up when the user checks the button “Translate This Conversation” in the Plus Menu (Figure 1)

Incoming and Outgoing are just like the rest of them in Figure 2 and 3.

Selecting What You Wish To Translate – Same as Figure 3.

Actually this window is almost the same as Figure 3, only it’s popped when someone selects “Translate This Conversation” (Figure 1) and it only applies while the Conversation Window (The window where you are chatting) is still open. Once the window closes it forgets the translation settings unless you select “Remember Options Next Time” which will add the Settings for the current user to the “Custom Contact Options” (Figure 3.)
