The first solution: (I assume that you have received this solution too)
Based on the information I received, I understand that you are having some problems with your contacts in your latest version of Windows Live Messenger, because all your contacts are automatically blocked after a minute, although when you signed in to Windows Live Messenger 8.1, you don’t encounter this problem. You have tred to resolve this issue by reinstalling the program as well as clearing the Messenger registry. I realize this is quite a confusing situation. Rest assured that I will do the best I can to help you with this problem you are experiencing.

This error usually encountered if your Windows Live Messenger Contacts Cache folder is corrupted. To resolve this contact problem, we need to clean the contacts cache folder of the account that you are trying to use with Windows Live Messenger. This way we will be able to get rid of any problems with the contacts cache folder that plays an integral part of your Windows Live Messenger

I tried to make the troubleshooting steps as easy as to follow as possible so that you wont have any problems following them. Please follow them in order they are listed. If you do encounter some errors while doing each step, please do take note of them so that if ever the steps do not help resolve the issue, a reply from you with those problems encountered during troubleshooting would be utmost help.

1. Determine what version of Windows Live Messenger is installed on the computer, and then upgrade Windows Live Messenger if it is required:

b. Determine whether you are running the latest version of Messenger. Download the latest version, if it is required. 

2. Change the Windows Explorer settings. 

• Windows Vista 
a. Click Start, and then click Explore to open Windows Explorer. 

b. On the Organize menu, click Folder and Search Options. 

c. Click the View tab. 

d. In the Advanced settings list, select Show hidden files and folders under Hidden Files and Folders. 

e. Clear the Hide extensions for known file types check box. 

f. Click OK to close the Folder Options window. 

3. Delete the Contacts Cache folder. 

a. Right-click Start, and then click Explore to open the Windows Explorer window. 

b. In the Windows Explorer window, locate the folder for your operating system: 

• Windows Vista 
C:\Users\ Your Windows logon name \Contacts\ Your Messenger e-mail address 
Note Windows Logon name is the logon name that you use to sign in to windows. Your Messenger email address is the address that you use to sign in to Messenger. 

c. Delete all the files that are in the Your Messenger email address folder. 

d. Right-click Start, and then click Explore to open the Windows Explorer window. 

e. In the Windows Explorer window, locate the folder for your operating system: 

• Windows Vista 
C:\Users\ Your Windows logon name \AppData\Local\Microsoft\Windows Live Contacts\ Your Messenger e-mail address 
Note Windows Logon name is the logon name that you use to sign in to windows. Your Messenger email address is the address that you use to sign in to Messenger. 

4. Delete the real and the shadow folders that are in the Your Messenger email address folder. 

5. Try to sign in to Windows Live Messenger again.

The second solution: (I assume that you have received this solution too)

It is possible that your Windows Live Messenger is corrupted because of spywares or viruses that could have infected your computer through advertisements when browsing the Internet.

To fix this problem, you would need to remove your Windows Live Messenger and all of its associated files. I had also included some other steps that might help in fixing the problem and protecting your computer from spywares and viruses, please follow these steps:

1. Remove Windows Live Messenger from the computer. 

a. In the notification area, right-click the Windows Live Messenger icon, and then click Sign Out. 

b. Click Start, type control appwiz.cpl, and then press ENTER. 

c. In the list of currently installed programs, select Windows Live Messenger, and then click Remove. 

d. If you are prompted to confirm, click Yes. 

2. Remove the temporary files and folders from the computer: 

a. Click Start , type cleanmgr in the text box, and then press ENTER. 

b. In the Disk Cleanup options window, click My Files only. 

c. On the Disk Cleanup tab, make sure that only the following options are selected: 

• Downloaded Program Files 
• Temporary Internet Files 
• Temporary files 
• Hibernation File Cleaner 
• Setup Log Files 
• Recycle Bin 
• Thumbnails 
d. Confirm deletion of files, and then run the Disk Cleanup utility. 

3. Delete Windows Live Messenger related cache files 

a. Click Start, type CMD in the Search bar, and then press ENTER to open the command window. Execute the following commands one at a time and hit Enter after each command to execute each of them. 

b. The following commands delete files that are used when you sign in and files that are related to the Contacts Cache folders. 

del "%USERPROFILE%\AppData\Local\Microsoft\Windows Live Contacts" 
del "%userprofile%\Contacts\" 

c. The following commands delete files related to sharing folders. Executing this command may result in deleting the files your contacts shared with you or that you shared with your contacts using the sharing Folders feature. Please create a backup of these files , if desired, before executing the next two commands. 

del "%USERPROFILE%\Local Settings\Application Data\Microsoft\Messenger\<Users Live ID>\Sharing Folders" 
del "%USERPROFILE%\Local Settings\Application Data\Microsoft\Messenger\<Users Live ID>\SharingMetaData" 
4. Delete Windows Live Messenger-associated registry keys. 

Important The following steps contain information about how to modifying the registry. Before you modify the registry, make sure to back it up, and make sure that you understand how to restore the registry if a problem occurs. For information about how to back up, restore, and edit the registry, visit the following Web site:

a. Click Start, type CMD in the Search bar and then press ENTER to open the command window. 

b. Type the following commands exactly as they appear below. Press ENTER after typing each command to execute the command. 

Note In some case you may encounter the error that the key does not exist. If you have typed the command correctly, this may be because the key has already been removed earlier or does not exists on your machine. 

REG DELETE HKLM\Software\Microsoft\Windows Live\Messenger /f 
REG DELETE HKCU\SOFTWARE\Microsoft\Windows Live\Messenger /f 
REG DELETE HKCU\SOFTWARE\Microsoft\Windows Live\Communications Clients\Shared /f 
REG DELETE HKCU\Software\Microsoft\IdentityCRL /f 
REG DELETE HKLM\System\CurrentControlSet\Services\usnjsvc /f 
5. Restart the computer. 

6. Reinstall Windows Live Messenger: 

a. Visit the following Web site: 

http://get.live.com/messenger/overview 
b. Click Get it free or click Download now. 

c. In the File Download window, click Run or click Save. 

d. Follow the steps to install Windows Live Messenger. 

The above steps should resolve your problem with Windows Live Messenger. Allow me to provide you with some information on how to prevent from being infected by viruses.

Viruses can be passed between computers through various mediums such as e-mail messages and floppy disks. Using Instant Messaging programs can transfer viruses as well. You can prevent your computer from being infected by virus when you are using Windows Live Messenger by scanning the files being sent to you. Before you open an attachment or download that file, always ask your contact whether he or she sent you an attachment. If your contact denies that he or she sent you an attachment, do not accept the file or click it. 

- If you are not sure about an attachment or a link, do not open it. Delete or Decline the file immediately. 

1. Start Windows Live Messenger. 

2. On the Tools menu, click Options. 

3. Click File Transfer, and then select the Scan files for viruses using check box. 

4. Click Browse, and then select the executable file that is associated with your virus scanning program. For help finding this file, see your antivirus vendor's Web site or manual. 

Note: If you have Windows OneCare, the associated virus scanner is preselected and this option will not be available.

4. Click Block, and then click OK. 

- To disable links: 

1. Start Windows Live Messenger. 

2. On the Tools menu, click Options. 

3. Click Security. 

4. Clear the Allow links in the conversation window check box. 

- Make sure that your computer's antivirus software is up-to-date. Visit your antivirus manufacturer’s Web site for more information. 

- Back up the data on your hard disk regularly.
